Data protection 

In the course of completing this registration form, you have provided information about yourself 

(‘personal data’). We (the University of Oxford) are the ‘data controller’ for this information, which 

means we decide how to use it and are responsible for looking after it in accordance with the General

How we use your data

Who has access to your data?

Where we share your data with a third party, we will seek to share the minimum amount necessary.

We will only retain your data for as long as we need it to meet our purposes, including any relating to 

legal, accounting, or reporting requirements.
